The Committee on Rules, having had under consideration House
Resolution 860, by a nonrecord vote, report the same to the House
with the recommendation that the resolution be adopted.

SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS OF THE RESOLUTION

The resolution waives clause 6(a) of rule XIII (requiring a two-
thirds vote to consider a rule on the same day it is reported from
the Rules Committee) against certain resolutions reported from the
Rules Committee. The rule applies the waiver to any resolution re-
ported on or before the legislative day of November 20, 2004, pro-
viding for consideration or disposition of a conference report to ac-
company the bill (S. 2845) to reform the intelligence community
and the intelligence and intelligence-related activities of the United
States Government, and for other purposes.
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
